Answer: The ideal answer should include:

1. To pay for European trade goods, Native Americans had to hunt more aggressively, reducing the population of fur-bearing animals.

2. As Europeans cleared forests and fenced fields, the ecological system was altered, reducing the supply of deer and other animals necessary to traditional native cultures.

3. Exposure to European bacteria and viruses against which they had no natural immunity, such as smallpox, measles, and influenza, led to a severe reduction of the Native American population.
